The teacher should view the Law section of the Society wing of the website to
gain background information.

Sdlections from the website may be viewed by students online or copies of those
pages may be printed for student use.

The teacher will ask the class what the word “change” means. Brainstorm
responses with the class. “Change can be both good and bad.” Discuss thiswith
the class.

Students will utilize the information from the website to find all the laws passed
since World War 11 that affected people with disabilities. Make alist on a ¥z sheet
of paper.

Divide the class into four groups (depending on the size of the class). Assign
each group adecade since WWII (1960’s, 1970's, etc.). Have the members of
each group find up to two laws that were passed and complete the Changesin
Law Worksheet

When finished, allow class membersto share their findings.

Ask and discuss with the class which decade changed people with disabilities
lives the most.

Closure/Ticket out the door: Which decade do you feel was the most instrumental in changing
the lives of people with disabilities? Why?
